Dear Friends, 
Visitors to the Parish Church of All Saints in Wouldham frequently  
remark on what a beautiful church it is, and some of them speak about 
the peace they experience there, and of the connection with past ages 
and the sense of history. 
 
All of this is undoubtedly something to be thankful for. But for me it is 
the people and the community who are the most valuable part of the 
church.  
The life of Christian churches seems to fluctuate.  
 
When I was a child in north London in the 1950s it seemed to me that 
hardly anyone went to church. My parents were adult converts and were 
very enthusiastic. We worshipped in a huge Victorian building but a 
congregation just reaching double figures was normal. 
Now that same church has to hold two services on a Sunday morning to 
fit everyone in. The style of worship is much the same. The church 
members are mostly families with children.  
 
I’m guessing that they seek a space for reflection to give thanks for the 
blessings of their lives and to explore the meaning of their life.  
This church growth seems to be a feature of many London churches for 
some time now. 
 
The cycle in more rural areas such as ours seems to be the opposite. 
Whereas in the 1950s church life was apparently flourishing in Burham 
& Wouldham, now the church community is smaller.

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A day in the life of  ...Jessamy Korotoga               Job title: Head of Campaigns at  
Animal Aid  

When did you start this role? In February this year, but prior to this I was the 
Animal Experiments Campaign Manager for five years, and for the previous 
eight years, I worked at another animal protection group. 
 

What qualifications do you need to perform this role? I have an MSc in Conser-
vation and a BSc in Zoology, but my colleagues have many different qualifica-
tions. The most important attributes for campaigning are passion and persever-
ance!  
 
What attracted you to this position? Animal Aid is an amazing group, campaign-
ing against all forms of animal cruelty (farming and slaughter, animal experi-
ments, wildlife persecution, horse racing and shooting). We promote a cruelty-
free life, which includes veganism.   
 

What is your favourite part of the job? Working with such wonderful people to 
lobby politicians, raise public awareness, mobilise supporters and change how 
people see, and so treat, animals. We like to think we’re a nation of animal-
lovers, but more than 1,000,000,000 animals (excluding fish) are killed in the 
UK, for food, each year. This equates to 3 million animals a day facing terrifying 
deaths. 

And the least? Looking at slaughter footage, whether it’s sheep, pigs, horses or 
chickens. It is harrowing to see them terrified, unable to escape and facing cer-
tain death. Some are even subjected to intentional physical abuse. The horror is 
compounded when it is all unnecessary; no-one needs to eat meat, you can be 
perfectly healthy on a vegan diet. 
 

What is a typical day like for you? It varies hugely, but email correspondence, 
talking with my colleagues about our campaigns, planning what we’re doing 
next year, maybe briefing MPs, talking to supporters, planning our social media, 
checking web content, writing press releases; there are many ways to make 
change happen, so we use them all!  
 

What advice would you give to someone thinking of this position as a career? 
Start by volunteering, learn as much as you can about what you are campaigning 
about and don’t give up; there are very few campaigning jobs with animal 
groups, so many people fit campaigning around other paid jobs. 
 

How would you rate job satisfaction out of 10?  Definitely a ten!

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   November in Your Garden 

‘To walk in nature is to witness a thousand miracles’ 
 
 

November feels like the beginning of Winter. The promise of Bonfires and 
hot toddies help to bring some warmth to the months ahead. The shorter days 
may mean fewer opportunities to get outside to enjoy the garden and get into 
nature, but on fine days there is little better than a brisk walk through a wood-
land taking in the autumnal colours & kicking through the fallen leaves, or 
along the coast watching the waves tumbling to the shore. 
Late autumn is ideal to get the last bits of tidying done as over the next few 
months there are fewer opportunities to get out into the garden. So make sure 
any weed seedlings are cleared, do the last lawn trim on a high setting, rake 
up any last leaves (these can also be shredded by  
running over with a mower which helps the leaves to break down quicker in 
the compost heap!), and tidy any straggly hedges, cut back any last perennial 
growth & add to the compost heap. Give the lawn edge a last trim & use an 
Autumn lawn feed to promote strong root growth, also aerating and scarifying 
will remove dead material and aid drainage creating a healthy lawn for next 
year. Avoid cutting, where possible if it’s too wet, or if frost is forecast.  
By now most spring flowering bulbs should have been planted, but  
November is recommended as the best month for planting Tulip bulbs as the 
cold weather minimises the risk for disease, & early in the month will still be 
ok for planting up other spring flowering bulbs such as Narcissi & Iris. You 
can make some really cheery displays clustering pots together with spring 
bulbs in, or by creating a ‘bulb lasagne’ in larger pots. To do this, use a large 
pot, and layer bigger bulbs near the bottom & work up to the smaller sized 
bulbs, keep a layer of compost between each layer & don’t let the individual 
bulbs touch. A stunning display can be created by colour co-ordinating your 
choice of bulbs in each pot. 
Also check nest boxes and bug hotels to make sure they’re clean and sturdy 
ready for their winter & spring inhabitants. You can also use  
autumn clippings to create a ground heap for use by insects that  
hibernate at ground level, or for local hedgehogs to use to create a nest; they 
tend to create a small burrow which is then covered with garden material such 
as leaves and twigs to make a cosy nest.  

 
With hedgehogs now on the ‘in danger of ex-
tinction’ list it is important to do all we can to 
help these garden friends as loss of habitat 
has contributed to their decline.

So don’t feel the need to tidy every corner of the garden for winter as it’s 
often the less perfect areas that they will find ideal for hibernation. If you 
are lucky enough to have a visiting hedgehog then you can also leave out 
cat food and water for them during November to make sure they have 
enough fat reserves to survive hibernation (place it under a slab raised on a 
brick so that they can get in but the resident cats can’t!).  
If you see a hedgehog out during the day, or that looks small then contact 
our local hedgehog rescue. 
In the vegetable garden, continue to harvest winter root veg such as carrots, 
parsnips, turnips & leeks, and brassicas such as cabbage, caulis & Brussel 
Sprouts and check that these are firmly rooted for winter winds, if in doubt 
stake them to avoid them being damaged & keep them netted to protect 
from hungry pigeons. November is also ideal for planting out garlic,  
shallots & winter onion sets, these can just be pushed into soft ground until 
just their tips are showing. Keep the planting area well weeded over winter 
ready for their main growth spurt in spring. Broad beans and hardy peas 
can also be sown direct now but protect young growth from snails and 
hungry pigeons. 
 
Other things to be doing in the garden now: 
 Make sure all last tender perennials have been cut back & moved to a 

protected area such as a greenhouse or shed or have been covered or 
wrapped with bubble wrap for protection. 

 Raise garden pots off the ground if poss. & remove any water trays so 
they’re not sitting in the wet. 

 Keep bird feeders and baths topped up and defrost in freezing 
temperatures. 

 Prune Apple or Pear trees now by taking out the 3D’s (dead/diseased/
damaged) & remove any wispy growth too. 

 Cut back any remaining tomato plants now & add to the compost heap. 
 Cut back autumn flowering raspberries to the ground once they have 

finished cropping. 
 Move outdoor herb pots into the greenhouse/shed to keep them 

producing a little longer. Harvest any remaining basil, but also take a 
few cuttings & place in a glass of water until roots appear. Then pot up 
& keep on a sunny windowsill over winter for fresh basil.

Crime prevention advice from PCSO 

As summer comes to an end, the number of shed 

break-ins can increase.  Items such as lawnmow-
ers, bicycles, golf clubs, fishing tackle and power tools can all be 
kept insecurely in sheds and these can all be easy pickings for thieves 

to target. The tips below can help to prevent you from becoming a 
victim of this crime. 

 Install a shed alarm, with a notice displayed to warn thieves that it 
is not worth the effort of breaking in. The alarms are easy to install 
and can be purchased at most DIY stores. 

 Make sure the door is always securely locked. 
 Ensure all valuable property is marked with your postcode. Post 

coding property makes your belongings very unattractive to a thief 
by making items easily identifiable and difficult to sell. 

 Lock up pedal cycles. Use bike locks and chain them inside to  
 other large items or to the shed. 
 Keep a record of the make, model and ID numbers of bicycles and 

all other equipment and take photographs of unusual items. 
 Check your household insurance policy to ensure that the value of 

things stored inside is covered by your contents' policy. 
Please make all reports of ASB via 101, the online reporting form 
or 999 in an emergency. 
In order to get maximum support from local authorities, please  

ensure you report anything and get a crime reference number.
