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Queen Elizabeth II, 21st of April 1926 - 8th of September 2022.  
 
Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II was truly a remarkable person. Thrust 
into a position of leadership at such a tender young age meant her life 
changed dramatically and she dedicated her life to the monarchy and her 
subjects with dignity and candour whilst maintaining a connection with 
tradition. 
Her Platinum Jubilee as Queen earlier this year elevated her into a posi-
tion very few have enjoyed and probably very few will follow. I have no 
doubt she was involved in the meticulous planning of the time between 
her death on the 8th of September 2022 and her internment on the 19th 
of September 2022 including the continuing of a fairly new tradition of 
The vigil of the Princes; the first being for King George V, her Grandfa-
ther, in 1936 and Queen Elizabeth, The Queen Mother, in 2002 which 
was exclusively undertaken by male family members. 
However, we have been fortunate to witness a myriad of 'history in the 
making' moments due to this remarkable lady; one being the inclusion of 
the first female, The Princess Royal, Princess Anne, standing vigil over 
the Queen’s coffin at St. Giles' Cathedral in Edinburgh. The third vigil 
included her eight grandchildren at Westminster Hall with both males 
and females attending, and quite rightly too. She was the first British 
monarch to visit the Republic of Ireland in 2011 after it won independ-
ence in 1922 and she also served in the forces becoming a truck driver 
and mechanic during WWII, something I reminded my careers officer 
and head teacher when I was told ‘a Sale Girls’ Grammar School student 
can’t be a Mechanical Engineer’. 
She spoke fluent French and as we all know loved animals. In 2003 she 
was kept waiting by Vladimir Putin and as his entourage arrived the then 
Home Secretary David Blunkett’s guide dog barked, which is a rare 
behaviour when they are on duty. After he apologised to the Queen she 
replied ‘Dogs have interesting instincts, don’t they?’ Absolutely say I! 
King Charles III has the biggest size 4 shoes to  fill as he  embarks on  
his role of becoming the new Monarch; a job for which he has spent 74 
years in training. I would proffer he has had the best role model in his 
mother and hope he can represent the country as well as his ’dear 
Mama’.              
 Stand down Ma'am, your work is done; and may you rest in peace.

Like his Mother he has pledged to be not just Defender of the Faith but 
defender of all faiths and values, as is fitting in the modern world and in 
our pluralistic society.

TONBRIDGE AND MALLING BOROUGH COUNCIL (TMBC) 
 

TMBC is consulting the public from the 22nd of September to the 3rd of 
November on how it should develop its new Local Plan. The Local Plan 
is one of the most important documents the Council has, setting out 
where new housing and industry is to be built and what supporting infra-
structure is needed up until 2040. Critically, it also sets out how we are 
going to meet climate change and environmental targets.  A Local Plan 
gives much more protection against speculative development. 
 
Following current national government guidance, TMBC must build 
nearly 16,000 houses in the Borough between 2021 and 2040. To do this 
it has put out a call for building sites and have had 300 sites submitted. 
None of these sites will be committed to the local plan until after this 
consultation is complete and TMBC understand how the consultees who 
respond want the Borough to develop. 
 
There are a mass of conflicting requirements such as: health, equality, 
education, economic growth, biodiversity, landscape and townscape, cul-
tural heritage, provision of housing, water quality, contamination, green-
house gas reduction, climate change mitigation to mention a few. 
 
There are many difficult choices to be made and TMBC want as many 
consultees as possible to take part and give guidance on the options and 
priorities that people have. They also want consultees to confirm and add 
to the site information held so the most suitable sites can go forward into 
the Local Plan.

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A day in the life of… James Harris    Job title: Business Analyst for a 
commodities trading firm  

When did you start this role?  
I joined my current firm 2 years ago but I have been in the same industry 
for 15 years. 
 
What qualifications do you need to perform this role? 
Over time experience counts for a lot more than qualifications in my 
opinion. That said, having a strong degree from a good university will 
always open doors, especially when starting out.  I did things the hard 
way without a degree and working my way up from a very junior posi-
tion; filing paperwork and making the teas and coffees most of the time. 
 
What attracted you to this position? 
Moving to a much smaller firm and learning a new business type (Metals 
and Energy Derivatives).  Having come from a huge investment bank 
with thousands of staff globally I have really enjoyed moving to a small-
er firm with just 100 in London with a much better atmosphere and 
ethos. But also I have to say, quite urgent necessity attracted me to the 
role.  I was out of work for a while and things became a bit scary during 
the pandemic when jobs were extremely hard to come by.  Getting the 
interview and then the role (all via video calls at home) was a relief to 
say the least. 
 
What is your favourite part of the job?  
Delivering projects on time and collaborating with clients and vendors 
from other departments from a professional POV is great.  I really like 
the social aspect though.  The company encourage regular social events 
and are extremely generous. I’m also a huge fan of the new hybrid work-
ing approach which means I work from home three days a week and 
have a much better work/life balance than at any other time in my career. 
 
And the least? 

Office politics and of course, spreadsheets … endless spreadsheets.  
 
What is a typical day like for you? 
Very different depending on whether I head up to London or work at 
home.  I start at around 8am so it’s an early start travelling from Would-
ham to The City and a late return home.

My job requires a lot of data analysis, reading and talking to people and 
since the pandemic a lot of work is now done via video calls, sometimes 
even when everyone on the meeting is in the office which seems crazy.  
It has become the new way of discussing and presenting things and it 
works pretty well. The only issue I have now and then is when 2 cheeky 
toddlers at home try and gate-crash the meeting. 
 
What advice would you give to someone thinking of this position as a 
career? 
If you decide a job in The City is the career for you, you have to start 
that journey early and get as much experience and meet as many people 
as you can early on. 
You don’t have to have a master’s degree and straight A’s to get an in-
terview, but if you have those things you are way ahead of where I was.  
More often than not a strong ‘can do’ attitude and ability to make con-
nections with people are the best attributes to have. There’s a huge 
amount of variety in the jobs available and bear in mind that what you 
start off doing is rarely where you end up. 
If you are a creative/artistic person just remember that these are things 
you will have to peruse in your spare time though.  Also, if you’re a fan 
of Wall Street and films that glamorise banking / finance / trading jobs 
I’m sorry to say that the reality is a little less entertaining these days. If 
you’re lucky though you can ask an old trader what things were like in 
the 80s/90s and you’ll get some great stories from a bygone era.   
 
Can you share the funniest, embarrassing or most memorable story? 
Over the last 15 years there have been a lot of funny, memorable and 
quite often embarrassing stories. Recently at a company drinks event I 
thought it would go a great idea (with some encouragement) to take a 
microphone and sing an Elvis Presley song in front of the entire compa-
ny.

One way system on Church Street 
One way system Church Street from Rochester Road to New Court 
Road has been programmed for installation for the 10th of October 
2022 by KCC Highways. As you are aware, Church Street is very nar-
row, with basically no footways and has experienced problems for 
many years. Whilst the one-way system will not provide a solution all 
the problems, we are hopeful that it may assist. This is a temporary 
TRO (Traffic Regulation Order) and did not require a consultation to 
take place. (Part one –way was not possible).  
 
Rochester Road resurfacing 
Whilst the resurfacing to Rochester Rd took place late July, many of 
the road markings including double yellow lines were not reinstalled 
until mid-September.  As a temporary measure KCC Highways placed 
“no parking” cones in the areas where the double yellow lines were 
originally.  These were enforceable and TMBC were advised. 
 
Anti-social behaviour 
Once again, we remind residents that all anti-social behaviour includ-
ing speeding along New Court Rd, “donuts” in the local fields, verbal 
abuse and any other forms of anti-social behaviour must be reported to 
101 or via the Kent Police website. There is no point posting com-
ments on social media if the Police have not been informed. As far as 
the Police are concerned, if no reports have been received, then no 
problem exists.

Speed Indicator Device (SID) 
You may have noticed that the SID has been removed from the 
Whitehouse Crescent green coming into the village.  A while ago the 
device was removed as it has stopped working and whilst we were hop-
ing the device could be repaired, due to its age, it could not be fixed.

As the device is security coded, if re-
quired, please dial 999, the operator will provide you with a code to ac-
cess the device. Open the device and follow the verbal instructions.

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October in Your Garden 
 

‘I hope I can be the Autumn leaf, who looked at the sky and lived.  
And when it was time to leave, gracefully it knew life was a gift.’ 

 
What a difference a month can make. It seems as though we have gone 
from the arid heat of summer through to monsoons heralding the start of 
autumn. The grass has now recovered and is back into the regular routine 
of cutting until the temperatures drop and the days shorten at the end of 
the month to allow it to rest over winter. 
 
Whilst the weather is still mild and Aster, Echinacea, Rudbeckia, Roses 
and Dahlia are still blooming, and will continue until the first frosts, Octo-
ber is a time when the garden begins to fade and summer blooms that 
have finished flowering can now be cut back and added to the compost 
heap. 
 
Collect seeds of Aquilegia, Sweet William, and Lavender for sowing in 
early spring to create additional plants for free. Early in the month will be 
the time to trim hedges to tidy them ready for winter, and also to do an 
autumn feed treatment on the lawn and cut/trim the edges as this will help 
to keep them looking neat over winter. 
Over the month as the leaves change through their glorious autumn col-
ours before falling to the ground, sweep them up and gather into heaps or 
sacks as these can be mulched down to be used as a soil conditioner. It’s 
also a good time to plant any evergreen shrubs, as long as the soil is still 
warm, the roots will quickly settle into and establish in the warm moist 
soil. 
 
In the vegetable garden, autumn is a great time of harvesting and preserv-
ing. Preserves and pickles have long been used as the method for storing 
fruits and vegetables for use through the winter seasons. Blackberries, 
plums, and loganberries can be made into jam. Apples and pears can be 
peeled and cored and frozen for use in crumbles. Beetroot, chillies and 
cucumbers can be pickled to be used with salads or sandwiches. Carrots, 
cauliflower, fennel, courgettes and beans can all be made into piccalilli. 
Tomatoes, chillies, courgettes, squashes and sweetcorn can also be frozen 
either raw or cooked ready for use in soups and sauces through winter. 
Or if you prefer, many soft and stone fruits can also be preserved in gin, 
vodka, or rum to make a warming winter tipple.

Other things to be doing in the garden now: 
 Plant out spring bulbs in gaps in the borders – Crocus, Narcissus, 

Bluebells, Aconites and Camassia will all provide early colour. 
 Continue to water pots and baskets through until the frosts arrive 

as they will still dry out quickly on warm days. 
 Keep an eye on overnight temperatures, and if frost is forecast pro-

tect tender plants or bring inside if cold weather persists. 
 Clean and tidy sheds and greenhouses ready for winter storage and 

in preparation for starting spring sowings in the new year.
