After thorough Councillor discussions held via e-mail, the chair suggested
the council should now vote whether to support the school's proposal to
move before the closing date of the consultation: Clerk

Cllr Adams proposes we support the school, ClIr Fitzwater seconds

James Rutherford: Could PC find out where the TRO will be and the weight
restrictions in the bridge. Sent Clir Homewood case studies re houses being
damaged by HGV.
Clir Fulwell. Please can we have High St included in weight limit restriction Clerk
Rob Flood are DYL being put outside his house in Hall Rd? ClIr Head, they
have to be applied for but need consultations etc. Will question where
street furniture will be going.
Are chicanes being lit, Clir Head does not think so. Clerk
Bollards/barrier outside the end of path to prevent children running out of
path. Cllr Head does not think they will be certified. Ask KCC during school Cllr Head
consultation re street furniture. Clir Head to drop in or scan.
