Speed Watch

Alan Watson Community Speed Watch Manager gives a talk on Speed
Watch in Wouldham

Last year 35000 speeders were caught 5000 letters sent.

Be warned that groups often catch their neighbours!

Volunteers required 6 people or more.

Training involves Health & Safety and training on equipment. Looking at
sites there are 15 points to look at as sites often not suitable.

Speed limit is 10% + 2. Teams of 3 to 4 record speed, registration
number, make and colour of car. Fed to website to generate letter. If
speed over 50% of limit letter immediately sent. SID and highways jacket
gives immediate feed back to drivers.

3 letters sent, 4" time get a delivered letter from uniformed officers, no
direct penalty, speed watch is all education based.

Speed Watch advise KCC on signage, traffic calming and gets evidence.
Does it work? Mostly yes. Speed cameras are only installed for death and | Clerk
serious injury, cost about £100K.

PC can see results on line.

Can only operate day light hours only. Too risky otherwise and no
insurance. KCC should have done a speed survey before the 20mph limit.
Discussion on signs being too small? Possibly. Can ask Highways to
review.

Only police can use a hand held device in Kent, Clerk
Discussion on surveys. Any reason why SW doesn’t work? Often volume
of traffic. Results shown on Twitter and FB police account.

Equipment costs £2000, match funding due in April. We have asked
Snodland if we can borrow their SID

How many prosecutions are there as a result of SW? None, it is totally
educational. But will send police out to regular offenders.

Can locals identify sites for speeding? Yes, let Clerk know and will
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forward.

How long would commitment be? Hard to say but would notice
difference straight away.

Also checks tax, MOT etc

Discussion on needing a computer, can be worked around.
Recommend everyone to report all traffic violations on 101. Mobile
phone usage or not wearing a seatbelt have to be seen by police.

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one has ever agreed to zebra crossing on Knowle Rd.

Support for High St air quality. There is a stationary traffic law but not
enforced. Corner very dangerous, pub owns footpath closest to pub so
cannot put bollards as this would interfere with buses who sometimes
have to mount the pavement to negotiate the corner and pub deliveries.
Go back and revisit BClIr Davis’ idea starting at Walter Burke
